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Church Council Minutes 
March 10, 2009 

Present:  Bill Reid, Trena Carter, 
Matt Meek, Ted Unrue, Steve 
Russell, Nancy Low, Ron Dehnke, 
Helen Ahlemeyer, Lynda Graham, 
Susan Flynn, Margaret King, Karla 
Eudy.  Last month’s minutes were 
approved by council. 
 

Treasurer’s Report:  Matt Meek 
presented the February Treasurer’s 
Report to council.  Two special notes 
to council were: loan payments 
caught up for both January and 
February to the planned level of 
$9,500/month, and not too bad of a 
start considering full church 
insurance burden was paid between 
January and February. He also 
reminded council that we are paying 
only half on apportionments.  The 
report was approved by council. 
 

Human Resources:  Bill Reid 
reported to council that HR had 
covered personnel assignments for 
the year at their last meeting. 
 

Equipping Church:   Jim Rupp 
reported that two oil changes have 
been planned, one in the spring and 
one in the fall.  A Resume Writing 
Workshop is also planned for March 
28th.  HPI workday is also set in the 
month of June. 
 

Trustees:  Ted Unrue told council 
that D&L Lawn Service has been 
contracted to provide lawn care for 
the year. The agreement is an 
increase of about $20 per mowing 
from last year’s contract.  He also 
informed council that the gym floor 

is in need of some maintenance.  It 
needs to be stripped and waxed.  A 
wide range of estimates have been 
provided ($200-$1,164). Council 
gave Ted permission to proceed 
with the maintenance once he 
researched what was our best 
option. 
 

Worship Team:  Margaret King 
reported that the congregation is 
being asked to purchase spring 
flowers in memory of loved ones to 
donate for Easter Services.  The 
flower arrangements should be 
brought to the church by 6:00 
Friday evening.   
 

United Methodist Women:  Helen 
Ahlemeyer reported that Turning 
Point donations for the month of 
March are hair care products for 
women of color.  April’s donations 
will consist of towels.  The Unit 
Meeting will be held here in April. 
 

Youth Ministries:   Pastor Steve 
submitted a written report on behalf 
of Chad. The church raised over 
$1,000 at the Valentines Day 
Dinner to help with their fund-
raising for the NYC mission trip.  
The Youth Auction will take place 
on Sunday, March 29th after first 
service.  The youth will also be 
attending the Acquire the Fire’s 
event on April 4th.   
 

Old Business:   
The new “Cluster Meeting” will 
take place at Seymour First 
Methodist on the 15th.  This is the 

change from the old Columbus 
District to the new Southeast District.  
All pastors are required to attend.  
Lynda Graham, Nancy Low, Helen 
Ahlemeyer and Ron Dehnke will 
accompany Pastor Steve on behalf of 
Sandy Hook. 
 

Brian Goggins, Jay Ryan, Michelle 
Ryan and one additional person will 
be attending the Worship Workshop 
at Willowcreek this summer.  Matt 
asked Pastor Steve to find out the 
cost of the event for him. 
 

Council was updated on things that 
are taking place with Little Lambs 
and Sandy Hook Preschool.  The two 
boards of these entities will be joined 
into one in May.  The bank accounts 
of each will be closed in the near 
future and put into the Church’s 
accounts. The bookkeeping will be 
done in house and account 
information will show up on the 
green monthly Treasurer’s Report.  
Susan and Matt will be working 
together to manage this change.  
Mindy and Christy will assume 
billing responsibilities.  Also some  
ministry changes will be occurring 
due to the number of church 
members becoming more involved.  
Pastor Steve said that Little Lambs is 
hoping to provide a “Latch Key” 
program but more details would 
come later.  Trena Carter closed the 
meeting with prayer.
