     Matt Meek presented written 
Treasurer’s Reports for March, April, 
and May.  Matt told council that 
LLCCM and SHCPS income and 
expense categories have been added 
to the report and the 2009 budget is 
now all inclusive.  Council thanked 
Matt for all of his work in formatting 
the new Treasurer’s Report.   
     Matt also pointed out to council 
the great couple of month’s we have 
had in income gain for the budget.  
Overall, he stated that for the 1/3 of 
the year passed, expenses are on plan 
and income is ahead of plan.  If this 
trend continues we might be able to 
reevaluate budget needs and wants. 
     Mat t  a lso  presented the 
Treasurer’s Report of Loan Re-

Financing Study.  He presented to 
council 3 different options for 
refinancing.  Details of these 
options can be viewed in his study.  
Matt motioned to council the 
acceptance of Option 1 (Irwin 
Union Bank, 7year term based on 7 
year amortization at a fixed 5.5%).  
He also recommended that we 
continue to make monthly 
payments that are on par with our 
historic levels, which would be 
above the minimum required by this 
option.  Trena seconded the motion 
and the council passed the motion 
unanimously.   
 

Human Resources:   
     Bill Reid told council that they 
have begun their annual reviews of 
employees.  Matt asked about the 
current sub guidelines for music 
directors.  Currently only first 
service is a paid sub position.  Matt 
voiced his desire for both services 
to have paid subs.  After some 
discussion of council Matt 
motioned for both services to have 
paid subs for music directors.  He 
also asked to make this change 
retroactive over the past 2 weeks.  

Ron Dehnke seconded and council 
approved unanimously. 
 

LLCCM and SHCPS  
     Susie reported to council that the 
two groups had their first combined 
board meeting in May.  There was 
lots of discussion at that meeting on 
the combining of those ministries.  
They are open to discussion about 
insurance, however they hope they 
can maintain the insurance for their 
workers. Susie also stated that Mindy 
has been appointed as director for 
both groups.  Christy, former director 
of the Preschool, now has the 
responsibilities and pay of a teacher.  
Concerns were brought up about 
LLCCM and SHCPS by both Susie & 
Connie. Council and Pastor Steve are 
working to resolve issues.   
 

New Business: 
Nancy reminded everyone of the 
upcoming Annual Conference June 
25-28 and prayers for the Youth 
Group’s trip to NYC next week. 
 

Nancy closed council with prayer.
