
Greetings in Jesus’ name to all believers & leaders, 
 

 We as Americans are still experiencing hard times in 2009. Some of 
us more than others. Some of us are managing to stay above the personal 
discomfort level. Some are feeling the pinch in various ways. The 
government, the media, community leaders and our peers sometimes voice 
doom and gloom. Usually they have a solution, position, or program to 
pitch. Everyone has a different idea of what we should be doing. As 
believers in Jesus Christ, and as leaders in the body of Christ at Sandy Hook 
it is time for us to understand and agree that we are to make disciples for the 
transformation of the world. That is bible fact. How is still open for debate. 
 I propose to you that in this particular hard time, we have a unique 
opportunity to reach out in Jesus’ name to those who are seeking but may 
not know what. There are six kinds of hard-times seekers. The broken seek 
healing. The lost seek guidance. The lonely seek intimacy. The anxious 
seek assurance. The victimized seek justice. The trapped seek 
transformation. For all these their primary connecting point worship, but it 
may also be a small group, or a personal encounter with a believer. The 
pressing issue may be as shallow as the search for a center aisle to celebrate 
a wedding, or as institutional as finding the same franchise church as the 
one left behind back home, or as profound as an unresolved grief. Look 
deeper around you! In these hard times, seekers bring with them serious 
questions about hope. We must find the words and ways to encourage them 
from despair. 
 Broken people are retreating to church. These are people with 
broken health, broken marriages and families, broken loyalties, and broken 
spirits.  They are looking for healing. 
 Lost people are stumbling back to worship. They have lost their 
moral compass, are uncertain about lives, careers, and relationships. They 
general don’t have a purpose in living. They are looking for spiritual 
guidance. 
 Lonely people are lurking in the narthex, small groups, Sunday 
School classes, and fringes everywhere. They are grieving for the death of 
loved ones, absent from friends, moving to strange people and cultures, or 
incredibly shy. They are looking for safe, healthy intimacy. 
 Anxious people are popping prescription drugs looking for hope, or 
at least to dull the daily routine grind. They are obsessed by economic 
gloom, global warming, imminent terrorist attacks, and the next pandemic.  
They are desperate for assurance. 
 Victimized people stand on the edges. They have been physically, 
mentally, emotionally, or sexually abused or robbed of self-esteem by the 
meanness in life. They yearn for understanding, vindication, and self-
confidence. 
 Trapped people are searching for support and recovery. They are 
addicted to alcohol, drugs, the internet, or materialism. They are searching 
and ready to experience anything that will transform their lives.   
 The question of us is whether we have anything to say, share, 
reveal, or give away to these people. We must evaluate every program, 
ministry, budget line, sermon, and curriculum. If these things we do don’t 
profoundly address at least one of these yearnings, then why are we wasting 
God’s resources on them? If we have not decided to passionately obey Jesus 
by serving the need, we cannot be called leaders and maybe not believers.  
 Hard times in 2009 reveal the meaning of “relevance”.  Relevance 
is not about styles that honor preferred tastes. It is not about what we want 
or even need for us to be comfortable, cloaked in spiritual piety.  It is about 
being blessings that redeem lives.

First week of preschool went very 
well.  Mindy said that they have 
received compliments on changes 
that have been implemented in the 
preschool.  Lauren Russell has been 
hired as preschool assistant.  She 
holds an elementary education degree 
from IU.  Three families have applied 
for scholarship assistance. Next 
meeting of daycare/preschool 
advisory board is September 9, 2009. 

Worship Team:  Margaret King 
reported that we are still in need of 
someone to chair the “Hanging of the 
Greens” service.  They are hoping for 
a young Sandy Hook family to take 
control of this event.  There will be a 
small memorial service on November 
1 for those who have passed the past 
year. They are continuing to work on 
the Christmas Eve services. 

Outreach:  Jim Rupp reminded 
council of the upcoming Oil Change 
this Saturday.

$55 per month.  He asked council to 
place the waxing of the gym and 
other areas on a rotating schedule to 
insure upkeep.   Estimated cost is 
$600 for gym and less than $1,000 
for  hal lways, narthex and 
classrooms/dining area.  Council 
approved.  A batman from an 
Animal Removal Service has been 
contracted to remove bats at a cost 
of $500. 

Treasurer’s Report:  Matt Meek 
presented his written report to 
council.  Financial strength 
continued in August, including a 
record Chicken & Noodle Dinner.  
Due to God’s blessing us with an 
increase in income, Matt suggested 
we readdress the ‘09 budget.  
Council approved the following 
changes/additions: 

��  Make a one time payment of 
$11,500 against the building 
debt to catch us up to where we 
would have been had we been 
paying the $10,500 per month 
this year.  

�� Catch up the apportionment 
payments by giving a one time 
payment to District of $1,000 
and to the Conference of 
$9,000.   

�� Bring Love Chapel annual 
giving to $ 2,500, a $500 
increase. 

�� Begin paying $10,500 on the 
loan payment as we have done 
in years past. 

Matt also suggested that the cap on 
Steve’s mileage and expense 
accounts for the rest of 2009 be 
lifted, and give the youth director 
the original $392 raise that Chad 
had declined earlier.  Steve asked 
council to decline these suggestions 
due to their continued blessings.  
He felt these monies could be better 
used elsewhere.  The budget will 
again be revisited in December to 
see if there are other areas that can 
be assisted.  Ann Reid will replace  
Matt as Treasurer.  Matt has been 
meeting with her to get her up to 
speed.  When Ann is ready she will 
officially take over all of his 
responsibilities.  Nancy and council 
thanked Matt for all of his 
outstanding years of service as 
treasurer.
